
CR Chapter 22A Nuisance Ordinance Lease Provisions 
Cedar Rapids has passed a new Chapter 22A Nuisance Ordinance. Landlords need to have provisions in their leases that any tenant that violates any City ordinances, Iowa and Federal law,  also violates their rental agreement/lease and is grounds for termination. In addition any fines, fees or other cost caused by the tenant or guest/permittee is the responsibility of the tenant. The lease should have a provision whereby the tenant agrees to pay the landlord for these extra cost. Below is some wording that you can add to your rental agreement/lease.    
Tenant agrees to: 
Comply with all City ordinances, Iowa and Federal laws. Any illegal or prohibited act by a tenant or tenant's guest/permittee is a violation of this Rental Agreement and grounds for termination. 
Any fines or fees assessed to the landlord due to the actions, activities or negligence of tenant or tenant's guest/permittee will be the responsibility of the tenant to pay.
